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Leaves of Absence

When A deacon finds it necessary to take a leave of absence from
active ministry, he must, after informing the appropriate authority
at his parish/institution of assignment, submit a written request to
the Director of the Office of Deacons. The request is to include the
. period of time for which the leave is requested, and a statement

° indicating the reason for requesting such leave. The Director of the
Office of Deacons will forward the request with his recommenda-
tion for approval or disapproval to the Archbishop (via the Vicar for
Clergy) for action.

During a Leave of Absence If the deacon is granted a leave of ab-
sence the following conditions apply, except as modified in writing
by the Archbishop:

a) The deacon does not enjoy the faculties to baptize, to witness marriages, to preach, or to
function as an ordinary minister of the Eucharist.

b) The deacon may not participate in any liturgical function or in any official diaconal minis-
try during his leave of absence.

c) The deacon may attend and participate in all scheduled gatherings of his deanery and the
entire deacon community.

d) The Archdiocesan Directory will indicate that the deacon is on a leave of absence.

e) The deacon may request that he remain on the various Archdiocesan mailing lists to re-
ceive correspondence and communications pertaining to the entire diaconal community.

Before the end of an approved leave of absence the deacon must submit a written request
for reinstatement to active ministry. This request is to be sent to the Director of the Office of
Deacons who will forward it with his recommendation for approval or disapproval to the
Archbishop (via the Vicar for Clergy) for action. The request should indicate the parish or in-
stitution to which the deacon would like to be canonically assigned if his request for rein-
statement is accepted. If the deacon seeks an assignment other than the one he held before
his taking leave, his request must be accompanied by letters from both the pastor/supervisor
of his previously assigned parish/institution and the pastor/supervisor of the parish/
institution to which he seeks assignment. Each of these letters must recommend that the
Archbishop approve the deacon’s request to return to active ministry.

Who (or what) is a deacon? The Dr. Vann presents a dilemma regarding the identity of the

deacon. Noting the lack of uniformity when it comes to deacon attire (some dioceses require
deacons to wear “clerical attire,” while other forbid it or allow it only under certain circum-
stances), as well as the fact that permanent deacons use the title “deacon” when being ad-
dressed and transitional deacons use the title “reverend mister, he maintains that, despite
over 50 years since the renewal of the permanent diaconate, we are still trying to figure
things out.

This book, based on the author’s dissertation, further reveals that there is no common under-
standing of the role of the deacon when he acts in the name of Christ.

Does he serve “n “persona Christi Servi,” in “persona Christi Corpus,” or
in “persona Christi Capitis?” That is, in the person of Christ the Servant,
Christ’s body, or Christ’s head? His thesis is that, by virtue of baptism, , ‘:,

all Christians (lay and ordained) represent Christ the Servant when they

perform charitable works. The laity perform acts in persona Christi Cor-
pus when they administer sacraments and the ordained perform acts in >
persona Christi Capitis when they administer sacraments. This latter in-

cludes Bishops, priests AND deacons in diminishing order (Bishops have REVIEW
the fullness of Christ the head due to the nature of their sacramental

activity, priests a bit less, and deacons the least of all). For example, deacons serve in persona
Christi Capitis when proclaiming the Gospel, administering baptism, giving a blessing, etc. Lai-
ty, when they administer a sacrament, do so in persona Christi Corpus.

Vann also demonstrates that the diaconate was instituted by Christ at the Last Supper. This is
found in the thirteenth chapter of St. John’s Gospel.

This is an interesting read and timely as the theology of the permanent diaconate continues
to mature.
